Position Overview 
The Summer Intern will support our work in community outreach, marketing, events, and farm 
services. Our work touches areas of food justice, environmental protection, public health, and 
communications.  
 
Internship tasks will include: 

-​ Represent Known & Grown STL at tabling events 
-​ Perform research on topics related to local food systems 
-​ Create graphics, materials, and other original content such as blog posts for distribution 

online and in print 
-​ Maintaining and updating public resources for local, sustainable food options 
-​ Assist with event planning, including preparation and promotion 
-​ Assist during events including Farm Tours, Field Days, and other Known & Grown events 
-​ Assist with food system relationships 

-​ Communicate with buyers and farmers to establish and track needs, desires, and 
barriers–communications will include phone and email  

-​ Connect farmers and farm products with local buyers 
-​ Educate buyers on what Known & Grown means and how these farmers may be 

different from other “local” options.
